serious offenses against young 
people resulting in his dismissal 
from the clerical state by the 
Congregation for the Doctrine of 
the Faith. 
It has been reported to the 
Archdiocese of Seattle that Mr. 
Pommier has recently introduced 
himself as a priest in a parish in 
the Olympic Deanery. He has been 
contacted by the general counsel 
and informed he is not to do so. 
He has denied that he represented 
himself as a priest.
